If on i-95, exah Route 58 in
Emporia. Go west on 58 through Clarkesville andtB@&oston. From the 58/501 intersection in SoutktBio go 16 miles +/- to route 119. Go left (south)
on 119. 3.5 miles +/- to Sunset Road. Go right onsgt Road 4 miles +/- to VIR main entrance ontrigh

From I-85 or 1-40 from the South go to Greensboro where 1-85 merges with I-40. TRkate 29 North to Danville. Follow 29 bypass toExst. Go 5.3
miles on 58 East to route 62 South to Milton, N®.455 miles to Milton. At traffic light in Milton entinue straight on NC 57 South (62 turns at tigjist|
towards Yanceyville). 1/2 mile to Race Track Roadedft. Take Race Track Road 1.1 mile to VIR maitrance on left.

From 1-95 from South, take 1-40 West to Raleigh to 440 bypass(Northj@d/Nest to 85 South to 501 North to 57 North tdtdh, NC. Take Race Track
Road 1.1 mile to VIR main entrance on left.

From 1-81 from North, take Alt 220 around Roanoke to 220 South to Maxtile to 58 East to Danville. East of Danvill&kéaRoute 62 South to Milton,
NC.
